The project, the brain child of Frances Krusekopf, prin-
cipal of curriculum and programs for the Sooke SD, is
mirroring the true “waldkindergarten” concept used in
Europe. Ms. Krusekopf, along with a working group
which includes Enid Elliot (PhD Early Childhood Edu-
cation), a local champion for young children and quality
programs, have created a wonderful opportunity for children to experience nature for a full
morning of their kindergarten hours.

OHe got the world talling about the
| mportance of

calling attention to the crucial first years of
life—and how brain development during that
time sets the stage for health and well-
being—inspired economists, educators, and
politicians around the globe.

In the ground-breaking 1999 Early Years
Study commissioned by the province of Ontario, Mustard and co-author Margaret Norrie
McCain called for parenting centres to support families, starting at pregnancy. They would
provide health services, preschool programming, parenting resources and child care, and
would save billions down the road, the study argued.

The third part of that study, which Mustard also co-authored, was released a week after his
death.

Ontario Premier Dalton McGuinty described Dr. Mustard as a strong, articulate champion on
behalf of children and early childhood education. “He was one of the first ones to make the
connection, if we make the early years right, a child is set for life. If we get them wrong, it
takes a lot of investment to turn them around.” “ He was ahead of his time”, McGuinty said.

We began the evening with an overview PowerPoint of The Plan, by Charlene Gray and Danielle
Davis, followed by dialogue and perspectives from the audience.
